The tremendous expansion of the Portland cement industry is die to extensive road
-building programs, to the development of reinforced concrete construction, and to
the adaptability and uniformity of the material .Reinforced concrete permits the
construction for instance of a horizontal platform bridging the space between two
walls ,capable of carrying heavy loads without other support. Not only walls and
piers, but girders of concrete are now freely used. Bridges, piers, tunnels, dams,
and canal walls are built of concrete as well as side as sidewalks, steps, garage,
and factory floors, and building foundations.
One reason for the almost universal use of Portland cement is the comparative
ease of working it, another is its strength, which increases with age; a third is its
uniformity, which permits calculations of strength as reliable as those made for
structural steel.
Portland cement is a greenish-gray powder. Its essential constituents are lime,
silica, and alumina, which are combined to form tricalcic silicate, 3CaO*SiO,,
tricalcic aluminate, 3CaO*Al,0O;, and dicalcic silicate, 2CaO*SiO,

Tricalcic silicate acts rapidly, forming gelatinous calcium hydrate and gelatinous
silica. Tricalcic aluminate acts with the same rapidly as tricalcic silicate, but does
not produce a strong bond. Dicalcic silicate acts only after months have passed.
The hardening of Portland cement continues for years, and the concretemade from



it increases in strength. As time passes, the gelatinous calcium hydrate crystallizes
adding a further element of strength.
Portland cement sets under fresh water as well as in air.
